The MEDGOVERNANCE Project is a territorial cooperation
project in the framework of the European Commission
MED Programme of interregional cooperation. It brings
together six European Mediterranean regions: Junta de
Andalucia; Generalitat de Catalunya, Région Provence-
Alpes-Cote d'Azur (PACA), Regione Piemonte, Regione
Lazio and Regione Toscana, and their respective research
and training institutes: Fundaciéon Tres Culturas,
Seville; Institut Europeu de la Mediterrania (IEMed),
Barcelona; Institut de la Méditerranée, Marseille;
Paralleli — Istituto Euromediterraneo del Nord-Ovest,
Turin; Centro Studi Politici Internazionali (CeSPI), Rome;
and Associazione MAEM/MEMA, Florence; as well as
the Inter-Mediterranean Commission of the Conference
of Peripheral Maritime Regions of Europe (CPMR). The
partners are assisted by Plural — European Study Centre
in Florence. The Project’s main objective is to develop
common regional policies in the Mediterranean in a new
multi-level governance framework.

The Master Classes Programme: “The Mediterranean in
2020: Challenges and the Role of Regions”, which is part
of the second phase of the Project, aims to strengthen
the political role of regions and, in particular, to define
a strategic approach of Mediterranean regions for the EU
2014-2020 financial and operational programming and
the Europe 2020 Strategy.

The first of the three planned Master Classes, “The
Europe 2020 Strategy and the Mediterranean: Challenges
and Prospects for Territorial Cooperation”, provides
an excellent opportunity to analyse the prospects for
territorial cooperation in the Mediterranean. It has been
scheduled just a few days before the final European
Council of Spain’s EU Presidency, which should definitely
approve the Europe 2020 Strategy whose main guidelines
were already presented in the Spring European Council in
March 2010.
